For the purposes of this article a person who habitually has a
dog in his possession shall be taken to be in charge of the dog

at any time unless at that time some other person is in charge of

the dog.

Penalty
A person who is guilty of an offence under article 3 shall be

liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding level 3 on
the standard scale.
